To aid safety 
personnel in finding your home as quickly as possible, residents are 
encouraged to purchase a 911 House Numbering Sign made of blue 
metal background and large white reflective numbers.  Each sign 
costs $13 and the fee is required with your application.

No person shall park, store, leave or 
permit the parking or storing of any 
unlicensed motor vehicle or any vehicle in a 
rusted, wrecked, junk, partially dismantled, 
inoperative or abandoned condition, whether 
attended or not, upon any property within 
the township unless the same is completely 
enclose within a building.

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The Canton Township Fire Department recently had the 
unique opportunity of being able to train in live fire 
conditions.  A residence on Holt SE was donated by 
Trustee Bill Smith for the department to use for live 
training exercises.

This type of training is invaluable to a fire department as 
it simulates actual conditions we encounter while fighting 
a fire.  The department trains frequently on many aspects 
of situations that we encounter but being able to actually 
get right into a fire situation is invaluable. 

The training day involved many rotations with crews 
going into the structure with live fires burning, practicing 
fire extinguishment techniques, search and rescue as well 
as ventilation and other procedures.  The crews that were 
there all appreciated and enjoyed this great experience. 

After the department was done running drills with the 
house, they then finished the structure off by letting it 
burn completely down.  The department is extremely 
grateful for this unique training opportunity. 

The department conducted a similar training exercise at a 
donated home in the Meyers Lake area on Saturday, 
November the 19th.

There is so much talk right now about seasonal flu’s and the 
H1N1 Flu virus; what the symptoms are and who is receiving 
vaccines.  You really can’t avoid it, but hopefully with some of 
the measures our department has taken we can help you avoid 
getting a flu virus while under our care.

Flu season is a busy time of year for the fire department, with 
the extra patients requiring care but the stress is also noticed 
by way of employees being ill dealing with the same problems.

We are attempting to control flu outbreaks in the department 
by taking several measures:
	 1)  Stations and ambulances are disinfected daily in all 
	 common areas as well as frequently touched surfaces and 
	 items.
	 2)  Employees are encouraged to not work while having 
	 active flu symptoms.
	 3)  Employees are provided with protective items to 
	 protect themselves from patients showing flu symptoms.

	 4)  Canton Township employees were offered the H1N1 
	 vaccine through the county as soon as it became available 
	 and some employees have received the seasonal flu vaccine, 
	 but supplies have temporarily run out.

We are also attempting to protect our patients while they are 
under our care.  Any attempt we make at controlling the 
spread of a flu virus will help ensure our patients are 
protected.  Along with daily disinfecting of our ambulances, 
each unit is disinfected again after each patient we transport 
including any equipment that we may have used on the patient.  
Protection is also utilized on patients who present with active 
flu symptoms such as coughing and vomiting.

We hope that our attempts at managing and flu outbreaks will 
comfort you in knowing that our environment will not be a 
cause of concern for you while we tend to your needs.
