MEETING MINUTES:
Regular Meeting – September 8, 2015
Mr. Smith made a motion to table approval of the September 8, 2015 minutes – pending the addition of Steve Milano-Superintendent Canton Local Schools to the Public Speaks, seconded by Mr. Mittas and voting YES – Mr. Smith, Mr. Mittas and Mr. Nichols.
